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5. The parties mutually agree that upon default by either
party or their heirs to make timely payment toward the satisfaction
of the two (2) mortgages described in the July 17, 1969 agreement,
the party not in default may demand and receive a fee simple deed
transferring the defaulting party's interest in and to the
remaining approximately twenty-two (22) acres of land upon payment
of all money, exclusive of interest, paid by the defaulting party
toward satisfaction of the principal due on the two (2) mortgages
described in the July 17, 1969 agreement.

6. Any modification or change in this agreement shall be
made in writing and properly executed by the parties hereto, their
heirs or assigns and all rights and obligations herein contained
shall inure to the benefit and obligation of the respective parties'
estate, heirs and assigns.

Each of the parties by thg'execution of this agreement do
hereby bind themselves, their respective heirs, successors and

assigns.
