-Protection of Existing Tree Cover - individual trees and
clusters of trees to be preserved must be protected from en-
croachment by heavy equipment, building materials, grading,
filling, burning, misdirected drainage, etc. Barriers
should be located as to provide protection to trunks, branches
and root systems of all trees to be preserved. Barriers must
be maintained during the construction process.

-Restorative and New Landscaping - in those instances in which
the committee approves the removal of existing tree cover
(bevond the 10 foot building perimeter and driveway and
parking area locations) and those instances in which the
respective existing homesite is considered ''unwooded,” the
